Jag	vet	att	arbetet	mot	slaveri	är	något	som	engagerar	många	människor,	men	ser	också	att	vi	ofta	
prioriterar	andra	saker.	Hur	kan	vi	gemensamt	vända	trenden?	Vad	kan	vi	göra	för	att	omsätta	
engagemang	och	medkänsla	till	praktiska	handlingar?	
Jag	känner	mig	väldigt	liten	och	ödmjuk	inför	detta	uppdraget.	AH r	därför	tacksam	för	ert	stöd,	idéer	
och	input	i	hur	vi	kan	göra	detta	arbete	ännu	mer	effektivt	framöver.	
	
I	Myanmar	har	vi	bidragit	till	att	befria	8	ungdomar	(5	kvinnor	och	tre	män)	från	människohandel.	
De	 hade	 blivit	 tillfångatagna	 och	
sålda	 för	 tvångstjänstgöring	 inom	
armén	men	också	i	sex-traf-icking.	
Vi	möjliggjorde	ett	 fritagande	och	
-ick	 se	 dessa	 ungdomar	 räddade	
från	ett	liv	i	förnedring	och	slaveri.	
Vid	 ett	 besök	 i	 Myanmar	 nu	 i	
februari	såg	jag	med	egna	ögon	hur	
prostitution	hade	ökat	och	var	helt	
öppet.	 Detta	 har	 jag	 aldrig	 sett	
tidigare	 i	 detta	 land,	 som	 jag	
besökt	sedan	år	2000.	Nu	tittar	vi	
på	 om	 vi	 kan	 stödja	 långsiktiga	
insatser	i	landet.

Jag	heter	Nagma	och	är	20	år	gammal.	Mina	föräldrar	övergav	mig	och	
mina	syskon	i	ung	ålder	och	jag	var	tvungen	att	arbeta	för	att	se	till	att	vi	
överlevde.	En	dag	på	jobbet	blev	jag	sexuellt	utnyttjad.	Skräckslagen	och	
ensam	gick	jag	till	polisen	som	kontaktade	Aafanta	(No	Slaves	partner	i	
Nepal).	Där	fann	jag	trygghet,	vård	och	vägledning,	och	-ick	en	utbildning	
som	gav	mig	hopp	för	framtiden.	Nu	bygger	jag	upp	mitt	liv	igen	och	jag	
vet	att	 jag	kommer	att	bli	självständig	och	återfå	det	jag	trodde	att	 jag	
hade	 förlorat.

SUCCESSFUL RESCUE :  My name is Nagma and I am 20 years old. My parents 
abandoned  me and my siblings at a young age and I had to work to make sure 
we survived.
One day at my job, I was sexually abused. Terrified and alone, I went to police who 
then connected me with Aafanta Nepal. There, I found safety, care, and guidance, 
along with skill-based training that gave me hope for the future.
Now, I am rebuilding my life with my skills. I know I will become independent and 
gain back what I thought I had lost. My story is a reminder to protect young girls 
and women so they don’t become victims of trafficking or gender-based violence.

CHALLENGES :  Recently, our team has encountered two difficult situations 
at the border. The first is when traffickers advertise fake jobs on social media then 
transport  women who are interested with private vehicles, using alternative border 
crossings making it much harder for us to reach them. The second is when women 
and adolescent girls in protective care refuse to go to the Safe Home because 
they need immediate employment, and learning new skills takes time. It is so hard 
to convince them that the time they invest will be worth it in the long run, but of 
course, we understand their predicament with many just trying to support their 
families. Please pray for Godly wisdom and discernment and that we can continue 
to respond to the ever-changing landscape and needs at the border.
